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I will establish rules and regulations expected while attending class.  My rules will focus around Respect, Participation, and Responsibility.  Rules will be clearly explained and enforced daily.  There will be consequences for breaking of any rules.  Since this is an elementary k-5 PE class some rules will be a little different from the ordinary classroom.


Students that follow rules and regulations will receive PE points at the end of class.  A PE point is a small ticket that the student will receive and place their name on. The student will have to keep up with their PE points which help with the responsibility portion of the class.  Once students have attained 3 PE points, they will cash them in for a prize out of the Treasure chest.


When the class begins to get off task I will say a cue to bring them back in order.  I will say “All Set”, the students will respond back with “You Bet”.  After this response students will know to get back on target.  If giving instructions for an activity or assignment and students are misbehaving I will give a non-verbal cue.  I will explain to students when I raise my hand they are to mimic the same cue without speaking.  This cue is to quiet the class and get the students back on task.  I will not continue the lesson until everyone is mimicking the cue.
