Introduction – 

One way to teach children basic nutrition concepts is to build a unit around the Food Guide Pyramid.  A very visual tool, they pyramid illustrates the proportions of a healthful diet.  With its debut in 1992, the pyramid officially took the place of the basic four food groups

	Cooperative Group:    Food pyramid relay race

1. Students will be divided into two separate groups

2. Each team will have an opportunity to select one card from a stack sitting behind each teams starting line

3. on the whistle the first student in line will grab the first card off of the stack and race to the other end of the gym where they will place the food that was named on that card in either of the six food groups vegetables, grains, milk, fruit, oil, or meat.

4. Each student can ask for help if they wish from their team if they are not sure.  If the student already knows where the card goes it will take them less time to get back to the next person in line.

5. When the student comes back from placing the card in the group they think it belongs they will give a high five to the next person in line.  After all the cards in the stack are place in their groups I will go to the different crates and give points for each correct answer.

6. The team with the highest number of points is the winner.
